Azad Jammu and Kashmir lies between longitude 73° - 750 and latitude 33¢
' 36° and comprises 5,134 $q. Miles or 13,297 $q Kilometers.

The topography is mainly hilly and mountainous with valleys and  stretches
of plains. The area is full of natural beauty with thick forest, fast flowing rivers and
winding streams. The main rivers are Jhelum, Neelum and Poonch. The climate is sub-
tropical highland type with an average yearly rainfall of 150 cm. The elevatio
from 360 meters in the south to 6325 meters in the north.

According to the Population Census of 1 981, the last held, the total population
is 1.980 million, and is estimated to be over 2.953 million in 1996.

The literacy rate was recorded 28.3% by the 1981 census, but is estimated at
44% in 1996.

The total farm family income was estimated at Rs. 9721 in 1981, out of which
Rs. 6902 i.e. 71% was derived from off-farm activities and Rs 2819, i.e. 29% from the
farms. Estimates of more recent surveys (PERI-1992) put the average annual
household income at around Rs 68082 i.c. Rs.41258 (60.6%) from the off-farm and |
other activities and Rs. 26824 (39.4%) from the farms which implies some Rs. 7010
& per capita of the total family income.

The total area under cultivation is around 171,332 hectares which is about |

12.8% of the total territory. The average farm size is only 1.4 hectare, half of which is & -

ultivated; a large proportion of farm land is unculturable waste, including forest. The

ajor crops are Maize followed by Wheat, Rice and Millet while the minor crops
nclude Grams, Pulses, Oil-Seeds and Vegetables.

The area under fruit cultivation is about 9705 hectares. The most important
ruits are Apples, Pears, Apricots, Walnuts and Plums.
